Young scholars including senior students, postgraduate students, degree-seeking students, research associates and lecturers under age 35 are invited to participate in the biennial conference conducted by Institute of History, Archeology and Ethnography of the peoples of the Far East, FEB RAS since 1990. Over the past two decades, the activity has become an important scientific platform for beginning researchers to share the ideas on key issues of social sciences and humanities. The Institute published proceedings of the previous conferences.
The 13th International Conference for Young Scholars will be held right before the APEC Summit which takes place in Vladivostok on September 8th-9th 2012. This event is important not only for the Russian Far East but for all Russia and Asia-Pacific countries, that’s why the topic of the conference was chosen as “The Pacific Time of Russia and the World”. 21st century is universally acknowledged to be the age of Asia-Pacific region which continues to concentrate military power, capital flows and industrial rise. Transition of world power to the Asia-Pacific region has resulted in fundamental changes in international economy, politics and culture. 
· What these changes mean to Russia which is looking forward to gain good position in the region? 
· What influence these changes bring to other countries of the region?
· Should we consider such a heterogeneous region as Asia-Pacific to be a whole entity while analyzing it from perspectives of cultural, historical and political sciences?
The conference is designed to give answers to the above questions, analyze new challenges standing before humanitarian studies and find proper ways of solving problems through research of historical experience and cultural variety of Russia and Asia-Pacific countries.
The conference is organized in four sections: 
1. Asia-Pacific Countries in the Modernization Process: Lessons for Russia

2. Archeology and Paleoecology of Russian Far East and Asia-Pacific Countries: Long Time of Culture
3. Traditional Cultural Patterns of Asia-Pacific Nations and Its Transformation

4. Russian Far East: Security and Development

Within a framework of the conference there will be held anthropology workshop for young researchers “Political genesis of circum-Pacific societies (before and after contact with European cultures)” headed by major Russian and foreign scholars.
The conference program includes a tour to Vladivostok’s museums of regional history, APEC Summit site tour and a trip to archaeological sites of southern Primorye.
